The Display Garden write up was presented
and discussed at length. The Nominating Committee
is continuing to recruit a new President.

Several requests were made to improve publicity,
to: incorporate e-mail addresses into new member
applications; prepare a new homeowner package for
Real Estate agents.; prepare aflyer for distribution to
Garden Clubs and new homeowners; and set up a
system of speakers for newcomers clubs and similar
opportunities.

November 2006 is the 20th anniversary of the
chapter. It was requested that by July 2006 we have
plans for celebrating this anniversary, with a special
speaker sought for the 2007 annua dinner. The
March 2006 meeting will be a special program for
prospective members. Larry Pannell has an appropri-
ate Power Point presentation. This year Charleton
Handy will present an Orientation to new members
before the regular meetings. Regina and Ralph
Cuomo will be in charge of Hospitality. Following
our successful Polly Hill Arboretum tour, the chapter
has taken out an Arboretum membership.
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
